P ATTENDANCE & ABSENCES

Homework and Studies:

In Cycle |, students should be prepared for 60 to 90 minutes of homework at night. In
Cycle I, students should be prepared for 90 to 150 minutes of homework at night. During
restricted days , students should be prepared for an increase in the amount of study
required each night. During those days, students are required to be present in class as
many evaluations and review activities are taking place in school. Homework or projects
should not be assigned during major Holiday breaks.

Power Failures:

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EXAM PROTOCOL

A student who is over 14 does not require their parents’ permission to meet with a
professional in the guidance office. Students are invited to come to the guidance
office to fill in an appointment slip in order to make an appointment. If you are unsure
whether the guidance office can help you with a problem you are having, you are
most welcome to come speak to someone. If we can't help you, we will try to find
someone who can!

Students will receive a High School Leaving Diploma if they have eamed 54 credits
of which 20 must be from Secondary V and include the following compulsory
credifs:

Students earn credits for all courses passed at the Secondary IV and V
levels. The course codes identify the type of credit eamed (Secondary IV
or V) and the number of credits eamed. The first number indicates the
type of credit and the last number indicates how many credits

In July, at the end of Secondary IV and V, the Quebec Government sends a Relevé
de Notes which states how many credits the student has earned to date.
